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WORSHIP & SPIRITUAL LIFE

Greeter

The Greeter ministry is simply being present at the entrances to
welcome people as they arrive for Mass. A warm hand shake or
just a greeting, whatever you feel comfortable doing, is sufficient.
Greeters are listed in the bulletin each week. Current schedules
and a master list with phone numbers are in the sacristy. If you
cannot keep your appointed Mass, we ask that you be responsible
for finding a substitute.

Usher

The Ushers are responsible for seating parishioners, passing col-
lection baskets, handing out bulletins, straightening hymnals and
checking pews after Mass.

Altar Server

The Altar Server ministry is for boys and girls 5th grade and up.
In addition to serving at Mass, they assist Father in the prepara-
tion and clean-up of the sanctuary area of the church before and
after Mass.

Lector

The Lector ministry involves proclaiming the Word of God dur-
ing Mass and during special occasions such as Holy Week. A
Workbook for lectors is provided to all lectors in order to be famil-
1ar with and rehearse their readings prior to Mass. No previous
experience is required and some training is required.

Offertory Gifts

Members of the parish are welcome to take part in the Mass by
bringing the gifts of bread and wine to the altar during our cele-
brations of the Eucharist. Each week a different family or group
of volunteers takes part in this ministry.

Sacristan
Sacristans assist Father in preparing the appointments of the altar



and making sure that the sanctuary is properly set before and after
the celebration of Mass.

Liturgy Committee

This group, predominately made up of the Music Ministry Team,
meets to review the upcoming liturgical readings and then chooses
music to compliment the readings for the upcoming Sundays.

Music Ministry

If you are musically inclined and would like to use your gifts of
music to assist with our worship, please consider one of the fol-
lowing ministries:

Organist/Pianist, Musical Instruments, Cantoring, Singing in the
Choir at 10:00 Mass.

Weekly Adoration

Adoration before our Lord is not only a great opportunity for
those who participate in it, but also for those who are being
prayed for and their intentions. Each person is asked to take one
hour a week enabling us to have perpetual adoration before the
Blessed Sacrament. This experience is truly a grace filled time.

Prayer Line
The Prayer Line will be activated for members of the parish (for
themselves and their families) for the following:

e A death in the parish

e An expectant mother in labor

e Major surgery

o Some critical illness or serious accident
Volunteers will offer their individual prayer as well as daily sacri-
fices for the intention of each request.

Prayer Line Activator
The Prayer Line is activated by calling ONE of the designated ac-
tivators listed in the bulletin monthly and on the parish website.



Calls can be received between 6:30am and 7:30pm unless it is an
emergency.

Funeral Rosary Leaders

At the time of death, it is customary (if the family wishes) to have
the recitation of the rosary. We invite adults who feel they could
do this, to represent the entire parish in leading this part of the
wake service.

Funeral & Rosary Attendees

This ministry consists of parishioners that attend rosaries and fu-
nerals. This is greatly appreciated by the bereaved especially
when the family is small. Those who sign up are contacted by a
coordinator when we have a Rosary or funeral in the parish.



PARISH LEADERSHIP

Parish Pastoral Council

The Parish Pastoral Council meets monthly in which various or-
ganization’s representatives report on their respective activities
and coordinate their activities with others. Council members also
listen and respond to needs and concerns of the parishioners.

Parish Finance Council
Reviews annual parish financial report and approval of recom-
mended expenditures.

Stewardship of Time & Talent Committee

The goal of the Stewardship Committee is to provide the invita-
tion and opportunity for the members of our parish to experience
and live the Stewardship way of life. We help the parish office
plan and prepare the annual Stewardship Renewal packets, in-
cluding the Time and Talent Contact List and the Stewardship
Pledge Form. We assemble the renewal packets and assist with
distributing them to the members of the parish. We coordinate
and host the Stewardship Fair to provide information to all mem-
bers of the parish on the ministries and stewardship opportunities
available at All Saints. We also help choose the lay witnesses to
speak to the parish at Masses during the Renewal Campaign. The
Stewardship Committee meets on an as-needed basis, with most
of our work focused during the latter half of the year.

School Council
The School Council assists the Pastor and school principal in set-
ting the policies and processes at All Saints that affect the school.

Religious Ed/P.S.R. Council

The Religious Ed/P.S.R. Council is a consultative council that
lends assistance to the pastor and director of religious education
in implementing the religious education programs of the parish.
The P.S.R. program is provided for all of our parish children that
attend public schools or are home schooled by parents. In addi-
tion to consulting with the pastor about the program, they are in-
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strumental in encouraging parental support and participation
among the other parents in our parish. They are also responsible
for coordinating some of the PSR events that take place each year
such as registration and the annual PSR picnic at the end of the
year. The RE council also assists in other religious education
programs for all ages including Sunday Morning Preschool, Gen-
erations of Faith, Adult Education and more.



EDUCATION/FORMATION

Home and School Association

The committee holds general meetings to gather direction from
and communicate information to parents and faculty members.
They also coordinate volunteers for several ongoing activities such
as Book Fair and Room Parents, as well as fulfill specific requests
from parents and the school such as playground and other physi-
cal education equipment and classroom learning aids. Funding is
primarily through a per-family registration fee, which it splits with
the school’s Technology Committee.

School Volunteer®

There are several volunteer opportunities within our school. In
addition to those listed below, others arise from time to time.
Consulting with the school office can give you more details about
each of these opportunities and others that we may have needs
for. Some of these include: Tutoring, being a Teacher Aide, being
a Lunch Room Volunteer, being a Field Trip Driver, being a Sci-
ence Olympiad Coach and a Catholic Schools Week Volunteer.

Technology Committee Advisor

The committee makes regular decisions concerning technology in
the school and parish. We have a five-year and beyond technol-
ogy plan that we work from. The committee needs people who
have experience and/or ability in computer hardware, software,
and networking, and people who can teach adult classes in basic
computer literacy and computer applications. The committee also
needs anyone who has knowledge of grant writing and could help
seek grants for the school and computer lab.

Parish School Of Religion (PSR) Catechist*

During the school year, the PSR Catechist teaches weekly reli-
gious education instruction to school age children in the parish.
Training is provided through the Catholic Diocese of Wichita and
local in-service gatherings that the parish also provides. Supplies
and books are provided through the parish.

Other important persons of our Religious Education program are
those who aide in the classroom, baby-sit catechist’s children, sub-
stitute, drive for field trips, bake/serve or give their time to help
with the year-end picnic. The tasks and time commitments are
various, yet each is very important for the success of the program.

Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) Sponsor
RCIA Sponsors journey with the candidates and catechumens in
their movement towards conversion. They offer personal insight,
support and encouragement by their own commitment to the
faith, that these individuals will one day share in as well.

Generations of Faith Volunteer®

Generations of Faith, currently meeting four time a year, is Gath-
ering Together and sharing a meal as a parish family ... then ex-
periencing an Exciting Overview of our gathering’s theme ... then
Break-out Sessions all on the same theme for all people according
to their stage in life ... finally we all come together to Share what
we’ve learned ... and conclude with prayer and Home-Kits to
continue Generations of Faith in your home. All in about the time
it takes to watch a movie! Opportunities to volunteer include:
food preparation, photography, set-up and clean-up.

Sunday Morning Preschool*

Sunday Morning Preschool is a program for children ages 3-5 (not
in kindergarten) to learn more about their faith. Our program
uses the Seeds material from Pflaum Publishing. Seeds is based
on the Sunday Gospel Readings. Sunday Morning Pre-school
meets Sept-May during the 10:00am Mass in the Child Care Cen-
ter.

Vacation Bible School*
VBS offers a weeklong experience for children with prayer, class
time, crafts, music & games. Adult volunteers help teach and

Adult Bible Study

As Catholics it is very important for us to know and appreciate

These programs provide a practical and thorough look at the
scriptures we use in our everyday lives, both liturgically and spiri-
tually. The materials are well put together and easy to follow in
small or large settings. Days and times vary so contacting the fa-
cilitators would be advised.

Adult Religious Education

Adult education is for everyone. It is the opportunity to obtain
more information about one’s faith, receive an update or refresher
about Catholic beliefs and practices. We try to provide a diversity
of Catholic continuing education through qualified speakers. It is
an opportunity to learn, grow and build community. Though at-
tending adult education opportunities may not sound like stew-
ardship, in reality it is very much an act of stewardship because of
the time spent learning more about our Catholic Christian faith.
From the knowledge gained by these classes/programs one can
strengthen his/her faith which continues to build up the Body of
Christ. Throughout the year there are many different classes, pro-
grams, etc. that are offered to the adults of our parish. Some of
these are on site, while others may take place at other parishes or
the Spiritual Life Center. Please watch the bulletin for opportuni-
ties.

Adult Prayer Groups

Prayer groups are made up of individuals who gather for reflec-
tion and prayer. The All Saints prayer group meets one hour
weekly to reflect on the Sunday readings and pray the rosary. It is
an hour well spent.

Holy Spirit Prayer & Healing Group

The Holy Spirit Prayer & Healing Group is a ministry of God’s
love to His people through the Sacraments, Liturgy, and the Holy
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Spirit that comes among us. All spirit-filled Christians who want
to praise the Lord and ask for His blessings are welcome. All who
want to receive an infusion of the Holy Spirit and to pray for a
renewal of the Holy Spirit and His Grace, gifts, fruits and virtues
please come. The Holy Spirit through Jesus and Mary minister
prayer, graces and healing to whomever comes and surrenders to
the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit through the Blessed Virgin
Mary’s prayers. All are welcome to join the Holy Spirit Prayer &
Healing Group. The group meets on Saturday afternoons. For
more information, please contact the coordinator listed on the
Stewardship Contact List included in this booklet.

Engaged Encounter

Engaged Encounter is an investment in your future - a weekend in
which an atmosphere is created for each couple to concentrate ex-
clusively on one another, free of the tensions, pressures and inter-
ruptions of daily living. It is a quiet weekend, specifically designed
to give you, as a couple planning marriage, an opportunity to talk
honestly and intensively about your prospective lives together -
your weaknesses and your strengths; your desires, ambitions,
goals; your attitudes about God, education, sex, money, children,
family; your role in the Church and society in a face-to face way.
The weekend encourages the couple to concentrate on building a
relationship. The couples are encouraged to communicate in
terms of planning marriage, not only a wedding day celebration,
for “A wedding is a day, a marriage is a lifetime.” Engaged En-
counter creates enthusiasm for other marriage preparations and
instructions by the parish priest. The weekend is Catholic oriented
and is presented by two Catholic couples and a priest. Anyone
eligible for the Diocesan marriage preparation program is eligible
for the weekend. Engaged Encounter weekends are held regularly
throughout the year. The weekend begins Friday evening around
8:00pm and concludes Sunday at approximately 3:30pm. Week-
ends are limited in size, and as they often fill rapidly it is advisable
to schedule well in advance (4 to 6 months prior to the wedding
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date is recommended). Weekends are held at the Spiritual Life
Center.

Marriage Encounter

A Marriage Encounter is a weekend away from the daily distrac-
tions and stresses of everyday life where a couple is shown a tech-
nique of communication which can help them examine their lives
together. Marriage Encounter is for any couple who desires to bet-
ter their marriage or who wish to deepen their love and improve
their communication. All married couples deserve a Marriage En-
counter weekend. It will strengthen your relationship with your
spouse and start you down a new path of more open and loving
communication. Married couples also need to learn about the
Sacrament of Marriage and the important role we have, not only
to each other as husband and wife, but also to our families and
our community. The weekends are held at the Spiritual Life Cen-
ter in Wichita.

SOCIAL JUSTICE

God’s Food Pantry Delivery (Food Drive for the Poor)

Our parish collects non-perishable food on the first Sunday of
every month. These items are delivered to Gods Food Pantry and
St. Margaret Mary’s Parish. The Pantry operates primarily on the
donations of individuals and churches. Volunteers are needed to
take the food to the assigned destinations.

Homebound Visitor

We have a list of people who need a telephone call, drive to the
doctors or store, or just visit them in their homes. Sometimes they
need help around the house, small chores or yard work and we
arrange to have this done through our other committees.

Hospital Visitor

Volunteers are needed to visit hospitalized parishioners in Wichita
hospitals. One person is assigned each week. That person calls
the rectory for a list of the parishioners in the hospital the week
they are assigned and then visits them.

Seniors Transportation: Church

Volunteers are needed to be available to transport parishioners
who do not have transportation to Mass. Our number is listed in
the weekly bulletin so people can contact us for rides to and from
Mass. Sometimes these rides turn into permanent friendships.
Some are on a one-time basis, but always appreciated.

Seniors Transportation: Appointments

Volunteers are needed to be available to transport parishioners
who do not have transportation to doctors appointments. Our
number is listed in the weekly bulletin so people can contact us for
rides to and from these appointments. Sometimes these rides turn
into permanent friendships. Some are on a one-time basis, but
always appreciated.
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Respect Life Committee

It is the mission of the Respect Life Committee to respect, protect,
love and serve life, every human life. The Respect Life Committee
achieves this by regularly meeting to plan and provide opportuni-
ties in our parish that educate, inform, support and promote the
respect of all human life.

Parish Nursing Program

The Parish Nursing Program promotes wellness and improved
health to all, particularly the poor and underserved, in the Way of
Christ. The program holds Blood Pressure Clinics, makes avail-
able information on various programs and finds assistance for
various health needs.

Altar Society

The Altar Society cares for the Altar by: providing the host and
wine, cleaning and repairs of vestments and cassocks, making
baptismal garments, funeral dinners, coordinate the volunteers
who clean the church and restrooms, and so much more. Some of
our yearly projects are coordination of the Memorial Christmas
and Easter Flowers, provide dessert servers for the Multi Cultural
Dinner, coordinate and work the Cake Walk at All Saints School
Fun Night, provide the receptions for Confirmation & Easter
Vigil, coordinate the parish Women’s Retreat and provide meals
for Priests before various parish functions such as the Penance
Service. We also support various local charities through yearly
monetary donations. In addition to providing help with these vari-
ous functions, it’s a great way to get to know other ladies of the
parish and spend some time in Christian fellowship. Board mem-
bers direct the Altar Society to best suit the needs of the parish.
These facilitators are: a President (presides over the meetings),
Vice President, Treasurer, Recording Secretary, Corresponding
Secretary (sends out get well and sympathy cards), 2 ladies who
Coordinate Funeral Dinners, and a representative to attend Parish
Council meetings. The Society is funded by yearly dues, an An-
nual Cookie Walk Fundraiser and various donations. Monthly
meetings are held on the 2™ Thursday of the month in the Fischer
Center starting at 7:00pm. We always start the year off in Septem-
ber with a Potluck dinner and then end in May with another Pot-
luck dinner. The Altar Society is open to all ladies of the parish.

Knights of Columbus

Knights of Columbus hold monthly meetings on the 1st Monday
of the month. The Knights assist in the following areas: Tootsie
Roll Drive, Life Saver Sunday, Religious Education, Respect Life,
Sponsor a Fund for a Seminarian. The Knights assists with an
annual Post Card Show and assist with church clean up. The

Our meetings are at
7:00pm on the 1st & 3rd Tuesdays of every month. All those who
desire to grow in their faith through this ministry to the poor are
welcome.

Youth Ministry (CYO)*

Youth Ministry (CYO) is provided for the youth of our parish.
This includes two separate organizations: high school youth min-
istry and middle school youth ministry. It links eight components

Social Justice Committee

The Social Justice Committee provides and/or sponsors events
and educational opportunities to promote the awareness of the
gospel message encouraging social justice that our Lord taught.
Each year they host several events like the Works of Love project,
the Annual Parish Feast Day Multi-Cultural Dinner, the Annual
Memorial Dinner and work with the homebound of the parish.

Facilities Committee

The Facilities Committee of All Saints Catholic Church main-
tains, as a voluntary group, the parish grounds, and existing struc-
tures. Major projects are done mostly on Saturdays when a group
of workers can be assembled, but many items are done routinely
during the week when convenient for parishioners
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
