Birthdays
We have 21 students in 5th grade this year. Make sure you send enough for the class. 
Important Information
1. Late papers- You may have 10% taken off of your grade. This includes late work and incompletes. 
2. If you forget your name on a paper, 1 point will be deducted from your grade.
3. Some assignments in the D & F range will need to be corrected. Corrections are due the following day.
4. Misbehavior- Your conduct and work study grades will be based on the number of marks you received on your weekly behavior report. This report will be sent home every Wednesday to be signed by a parent. It must be returned to the teacher the next school day. 
5. If a student receives 3 marks for conduct on their behavior report in one day they will receive a detention/day of reflection. At 7 conduct marks in one week they will be required to write a letter to Father Hien about their behavior for the week. Then there will be a meeting with the student’s parents and teachers to discuss the behavior. Students must carry their card at all times. If they do not have it on them when a teacher needs to give them a mark, they will receive a detention/day of reflection. 
6. All tests will be sent home for a parent signature. If the test comes back signed the next day the student will receive extra credit. All failed tests must be signed by a parent or the student will receive a mark on their behavior card. 
7. If a student fails their religion test or is consistently scoring low, they will be required to attend after school study sessions with me on Wed. until 4:00. Sometimes these sessions will have to be on a Thursday or Tuesday due to my schedule. Each student has a copy of the study guide in their binder that we will use for the entire year. 
Sending money with your child for the office
All money must be labeled with the student’s name, grade, and reason the money is going to the office. For example, John Doe 5th grade, latchkey money.
Mass Participation
Mass participation is expected. This includes singing! Students will be given opportunities to be a leader at mass. These roles include announcer and petitions. I will choose the students to read and announce hymns.
Accelerated Reader
Students are required to read and test on Accelerated Reader books as part of their Reading grade. The students’ goal will be given to them based on their reading level. 
Agenda Books
Please make sure you are checking your child’s agenda every night. The students are writing all of their assignments down, and they should be crossing them off as they are completed.

Late Homework policy
